PAINTS
(Acrylic Only: Try not to buy student grade paints. I would rather you purchased small tubes of quality 
artist’s paint such as Tri-Art or Golden)

Titanium White (optional)        Chromium oxide green
Ultramarine blue         Cerulean blue
Raw Umber         Alizarin or Napthol Crimson
Yellow Ochre/Yellow Oxide or Raw Sienna         Red Oxide or Burnt Sienna (I prefer Red Oxide)
Cadmium Yellow (middle)                     Cadmium Red (middle)
Hansa – Barium or Primary Yellow     
White Gesso (no smaller than 8oz.) - gesso will be used as a mixing white

BRUSHES
Brush range in size from #2 to #24
It is not necessary to have more than 3-5 brushes for the �rst class.  I recommend having more medium 
sized brushes than small sized ones. Also, please have two 1inch ‘bright’ brushes. I prefer to use natural 
bristle brushes, but some people prefer to use acrylic brushes for acrylic paint. It really is your prefer-
ence. For beginners, you should have at least one �ne brush for details. You should have a total of 5 to 
9brushes. (ABSOLUTELY NO FAN BRUSHES, PLEASE)

PAINTING SURFACES
For the �rst class, please bring a couple of pads of newsprint and one canvas no smaller than 12 x 14. 
The remainder of canvases and canvas supplies shall be discussed in class.
